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1. What is the problem that you will be trying to solve? Please, describe it in detail.

The problem is that the internet in the dorms is overly expensive.  We think that the internet should be free because there are many overpriced things that we are paying for such as laundry, food, and since the tuition bill is going up anyways, we believe that students should be able to get the internet without having to pay so much for it.
