Proposal:

We believe that tuition increase can be prevented or the rate can be minimized by various ways. One way is to increase the income of universities. The federal government aid is one of the primary income sources for state universities and it is usually said that the increase in tuition is a result of the decreased aid from the federal government. Unfortunately, the amount that is saved for higher education in the U.S. budget is decreasing in the last couple of years and more money is being spent on other issues such as war against terrorism and national safety. There is no doubt that these are important but it is also beyond question that higher education is crucial for every country, even more for the U.S. , whose economic power entirely depends on the improvements produced by the research projects in the higher education institutions. Having these points in mind, colleges can make a pressure on the federal governments and can call for an increase in the financial aid in turn of research projects.
Besides, there are some ways to decrease the expenses of colleges. As mentioned above, colleges must get some financial aid for each research project that is being carried on. But it is known that research projects are highly expensive. So the most feasible way to reduce the expenses is cooperation with other universities and/or colleges for research projects. UT is currently considering working with some other institutions in Los Alamos National Laboratory and if a considerable decrease is desired, cooperation must be extended to all research projects in all areas.
Another way to decrease the expenses is giving loans instead of financial aids to students. UT spends huge sums of money every year for students who can not afford the higher education. But the money can be given in turn of a service and so on-campus employment is encouraged. This results both a decrease in the amount spent for university staff and in the amount donated to students as financial aids.
In addition to these primary methods, improving the energy saving techniques and encouraging recycling can cut the expenses and provide an extra income. But it must be mentioned that these are secondary methods which will help the main strategy once the primary ones are applied.
Benefits:   
It is possible to make a long list of benefits of the solution of the problem and the possible actions mentioned above, but the imminent ones are as follows;
-An increase in the number of students studying in the colleges.
-Cooperation and collaboration can form a huge body of colleges working together and this will promise a good future for both the educational institutions and the U.S.

-Cooperation aiming a decrease in tuition can lead to totally new improvements in technological research. It is proven that working together leads to better results. 

-Improved energy saving and recycling techniques is crucial to maintain the life on Earth in the future.
