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1. What is the problem that you will be trying to solve? Please, describe it in detail.

The problem we are trying to solve is:  The price you pay for Jester dormitory about $3500 equal to the quality of living. We think that the price you pay is ridiculously expensive, and that the University is trying to hike up prices because the dorms are essentially a monopoly. 

2. Why is it a problem that cannot wait? What is its significance or urgency?
