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1. What is the problem that you will be trying to solve? Please, describe it in detail.

The problem that we will be trying to solve is that there are too many bikes on pedestrian walk ways. That these bikes will hit and injure pedestrians and some will cause bike riders to get injured.   

2. Why is it a problem that cannot wait? What is its significance or urgency?

With more and more people getting hurt and the loss of time because of bike riders on the side walks, it is in turn causing money to be lost in education around campus and jobs around the city. To save this money form being lost out of educators and managers of business time we need a more efficient way of moving bikes around the city.
