As you give feedback, don’t forget that we learn not only from our mistakes, but also from what we do well.

To help you formulate specific and constructive comments, I have listed some elements to look for and comment on. However, you are more than welcome to comment on things that are not mentioned below.

In the introduction, please find:

· Thesis: Highlight it in red and discuss if you find it clear and concise. You might want to come back to it after you read the whole paper and discuss if the thesis reflects the overall argument accurately.

· Narrative: Make sure that you give a personal response to the story that should be in the introduction. What do you think about it? Does it illustrate the topic? Does it contain enough specific details to make you imagine the scenario?

In the body of the paper, please look for:

· Causes/Effects: Are the causes or effects stated clearly? What additional causes/effects can your classmate discuss in the paper? Please, give specific suggestions.
· Support and explanations: Does the evidence focus on supporting the link between the main issues and the specific cause or effect, or does it just prove that the cause/effect exists? Please comment on the evidence and the explanations: how clear and detailed are they, how can they be improved?
In the conclusion:

· Summary: Comment if the conclusion summarizes the argument accurately.

At the end of the paper:

· Write a short paragraph in which you explain what you think about the overall organization, clarity, and level of detail in the paper. Also, give specific suggestions on what your classmate could do to improve the paper.

Feel free to comment on anything else that you find interesting, confusing, curious, etc.
