Health & Safety: Topic Proposal
1. What will be the topic of your definition argument? Explain.

 The topic of my definition argument will be Drug Abuse within the area of sports and athletics. The controversy lies in defining what drug abuse truly is, and how it affects the sport itself. My goal is to clearly establish a line, which determines what drug abuse is and what it is not.
2. Write a first-pass definition thesis that your paper will support. The claim must identify a choice of a specific case, a category and at least two or three preliminary criteria. 
The use of performance enhancing drugs should be illegal because they are substances, which do affectively enhance ones ability to participate in a given activity, and because they are not accessible to all members of a given sport.
3. Describe an audience that would find your claim interesting or controversial. Why would they care about your claim? I believe sport authority officials (managers, coaches, and attorneys) will find my topic interesting because it will finally pinpoint exactly what can be condoned and what cannot. At this point in time there has not been anyone to attack the topic and clearly provide and adequate definition to establish distinct guidelines, and as a result rules are generally in a grey area.
