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1. “Did you watch the Rose Bowl or inaugural parades? I tried…at the same time around a grid”

This paragraph uses logos; Malone uses a logical pattern to explain his thinking

This is relevant because it compares the advancement of technology to people’s mindsets these days and how they need to pay attention to detail when collecting information.  He uses the Rose Bowl’s parades as an example because it is just one long parade that people watch and does not have any exciting moments.
2. “Then there’s the PC.  It’s accomplished almost everything claimed for…and    taught our kids the wonders of homicide without consequences.”

Malone uses pathos here to appeal to the reader’s emotions by claiming advancements in technology has caused serious heath problems to a certain percentage of the population.

3. “Anyway what struck me about Nirvana’s No. 2 is that it is a reminder of a fundamental technological change…let bands hit bass notes they never could before.”

Malone uses ethos here.  He has the authority to talk about digital recording and how Nirvana’s No.2 came out at time when digital music was being revolutionized.  He has this authority because he was the nation’s first daily high-tech reporter at the San Jose Mercury-News magazine.  This implies that Malone knows what he is talking about when it comes to technology.
4. “In high tech, we’ve see the law of unintended consequences at work…become   one of the worst power consumers ever seen.”

In this paragraph, ethos is used again. Malone makes a claim and uses his technical background to make his point.
