Silicon Insider: The Revenge Effect
Claims:

1. Claim: Advancement in technology always results in unintended consequences.

(Explicit)

Reason: “The adoption of gloves to make bare knuckled boxing made it possible for fighters to throw punches without breaking their hands….resulting in more brain injuries and death”

Reason “Ditto with football helmets, which led to more head spearing and thus more broken necks.”

Reason: “And we are all suffering the consequences of the indiscriminate and incomplete use of antibiotics, the wonder drugs of half a century ago.”

Assumption:  The audience takes technology for granted 
2. Claim: Computers serve as an entertainment mechanism rather than a vehicle for education (Implicit)
Reason: “Teaches our children (sorta)… taught our kids the wonders of homicide without consequences”

Assumption: The audience places a high value upon education
3. Claim: Internet has eliminated prerequisite skills associated with starting a company.

(explicit)

Reason: “With the rise of the internet, and all of the associated claims of ‘disintermediation,’it suddenly seemed possible to build giant companies-and get rich- without having to deal with those annoying business types.

Assumption: There should be a defined skill with every aspect of starting a business.
