Current Issue:
1. Gas prices have increased from $1.40 to $2.10 within the past 18 months. Due to an uprising cost in demand, and less production to roughly 9.5 million barrels per day (as of April 2005) by OPEC, inflation gas prices will soon occur.

2. Citizens that own a vehicle that is not fuel efficient, in which average for a gallon is twenty miles, is consuming more gas for their vehicle, thus more gasoline must be purchased in order to accommodate these non-fuel efficient cars while fuel efficient car owners are suffering the high gas prices.
